Background
During RAN#54, the Application Layer Data Throughput SI was agreed to be closed with the recognition that there was an on-going LS exchange with RAN4 concerning the test conditions. It was agreed that any change coming from this LS exchange would be dealt with as maintenance.

The discussion has been on-going in RAN4#61 and RAN4#62 and much progress was made in the understanding of the open points and a possible way forward. During RAN4#62, even though a strong consensus emerged in RAN4, the decision was postponed because a few companies asked for more time.  
A proposal was then brought to RAN#55 [1] with the intention that TSG RAN take the final decision and communicate it to RAN5.  There was also a proposal [2] that the discussions be permitted to take their course in RAN4 as it was the understanding that one further meeting would be allowed for discussions to continue.

It was noted that the issue was not one that was raised for discussion on the RAN4 reflector as a possible topic for decision at RAN#55. Nor was the topic highlighted in the report to RAN#55 by the RAN4 chairman [3].
It is however recognized that the final aim should be to provide RAN5 with input in time for RAN5#55 and it is desired that the remaining discussion on the test points to be used takes an absolute minimum meeting time in RAN4#62bis.

Proposal

The proposed way forward is that TSG RAN informs RAN4 that;

-  it has received and noted the inputs regarding the ongoing discussions in the area of proposed test points for these tests and 

-  it directs RAN4 to conclude on these discussions at its next meeting. In this way, RAN5 can be informed in time for its next meeting.

 A draft LS is prepared which captures this [4].

This way forward sets a deadline for RAN4 which allows the possibility for the group to use all mechanisms at its disposal to conclude. Importantly, it allows RAN4 to maintain responsibility for concluding in this area while still allowing RAN5 to have input for the Prague meeting. 

It is therefore proposed that TSG RAN approves this way forward and the corresponding LS [4].
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
