Detailed progress report since last TSG meeting (for all involved WGs)
The simulations of co-existence are completed and consequently the limits for Medium Range E-UTRA BS Reference sensitivity and In-band blocking are agreed. This was done as part of a way-forward agreement for all MR BS requirements that depend on Reference sensitivity and In-band blocking. The output power limitations for Medium range E-UTRA and MSR BS are also determined. With this, all Medium range E-UTRA MR BS requirements are set, except for the unwanted emissions mask.
Many Medium Range MSR BS requirements are derived from the corresponding UTRA and E-UTRA requirements, but the unwanted emissions mask and some receiver requirements remain. Local Area MSR BS requirements also remain and will be derived from existing UTRA and E-UTRA requirements. The output power limitation is however not yet agreed for Local area MSR BS. In addition, the unwanted emissions mask and some receiver requirements remain.
