Detailed progress report since last TSG meeting (for all involved WGs)
TSG RAN WG4 #61 San Francisco:
A way-forward for CA RRM was established in [1]. Further studies are anticipated, as the work on the core requirements progresses, for minimum performance considerations, for this inter-band, non-contiguous CA scenario.
TSG RAN WG4 #64 Qingdao: 

In [4] and [5] the ∆RIB,c REFSENS relaxation was introduced in TS 36.133 for Rel-10 and Rel-11 performance requirements (Section 9). The introduced REFSENS relaxation covers all inter-band CAs in general.
