A way-forward for CA RRM was established in [1], together with the subsequent studies in [2] and [3], for minimum performance considerations, applicable for this inter-band, non-contiguous CA scenario.
TSG RAN WG4 #64 Qingdao: 

In [4] and [5] the ∆RIB,c REFSENS relaxation was introduced in TS 36.133 for Rel-10 and Rel-11 performance requirements (Section 9). The introduced REFSENS relaxation covers all inter-band CAs including CA B5+B12.
