Technical status related evaluation

2.1
Detailed Progress report since last TSG meeting (for all involved WGs)

RAN4#64bis:

During RAN4#64bis the receiver architecture of defining the UE performance requirements non-contiguous 4C-HSDPA operation was extensively discussed [1-3]. It was also discussed whether to assume a jammer in a gap for defining the UE performance requirements or not. No agreement on UE performance was reached during RAN4#64bis. 

RAN4#65:

During RAN4#65 there was further discussion on the assumptions for defining the UE performance requirements. It was proposed in [4-5] that existing 4C-HSDPA requirements defined in TS 25.101 are reused for non-contiguous 4C-HSDPA operation without having a jammer in the gap. 
It was finally agreed that the UE performance requirements for non-contiguous 4C-HSDPA will be defined assuming dual UE receiver architecture and without a jammer. Based on these agreements a CR to introduce UE performance requirements is expected to be presented in the next RAN4 meeting in Jan 2013.
