General discussion on BS performance requirements, in terms of E-DPDCH and S-E-DPDCH channels demodulation, has been made on the basis of [1].
RAN WG4#65


RAN4 agreed that in Rel-11 all UL MIMO core and performance requirements shall be defined for QPSK and 16-QAM. The requirements for 64-QAM modulation can be considered in a future release [2].

Detailed proposals on evaluation of BS demodulation performance requirements were presented in [3][4][5]. None of the proposals has been formally agreed because of the differences in companies’ positions. RAN4 concluded that control channels demodulation performance should be analysed as well during the simulation process of data channels demodulation performance.

Initial simulation assumptions are expected to be agreed at RAN4#66 meeting.
