Technical status related evaluation

Detailed progress report since last TSG meeting (for all involved WGs)
It was agreed in RAN#58 that how the RF requirements apply in the case where multiple bands are mapped on separate antenna connectors is related to the conformance testing and it will be treated in the MB-MSR WI performance part. This issue was discussed in RAN4#66 and it was agreed that in all the tests for Rx requirements and TX IM requirement, the interfering signal(s) only apply at one antenna connector.
Reply LS to GP-121391 was agreed in [3]. For the clarification of how the GERAN specifications apply when only GSM/EDGE is operating in one band combined with other RATs in the other bands, RAN4 understanding is that MSR requirements for a BS capable of multi-band operation shall apply in this case also for the GSM/EDGE carriers, but this interpretation should be confirmed by TSG GERAN WG1. How to apply requirements for mapping of bands on different antenna ports (multi-band operation and single-band operation) also need to be confirmed by TSG GERAN WG1.
In addition, testing work for MB-MSR was agreed in the group to be focused on MB-MSR BSs capable of dual band operation in this WI stage [1]. Test specification for more generic operation i.e. more than two bands is for further study.
For manufacturer’s declaration, some additional parameters were discussed and agreed [2].
