Detailed progress report since last TSG meeting (for all involved WGs)
In RAN4#66bis in Chicago, US, some test parameters for Distributed transmission were agreed [1]. Further discussions on the test coverage supporting of QCL and non-QCL localized transmission were also considered. 

In RAN4#67 in Fukuoka, Japan, the following were agreed:
