Technical status related evaluation

Detailed progress report since last TSG meeting (for all involved WGs)
At RAN4 meeting #66bis in Chicago, agreement on UE coexistence with UHF TV broadcast was reached and RAN4 agree that no supplementary specifications for emissions, ACS, or blocking be defined for the LTE 450 UE to address coexistence with UHF TV broadcast [5]. The frequency band arrangement and UE self desense issue have been discussed in [2] [3] and a way forward on the band plan was approved [7]. UE modulation requirement has been discussed but no consensus was reached [4].
Updated LTE450 TR 36.840 v0.3.0 has been agreed [1].
At RAN4 meeting #67 in Fukuoka, the band plan, which is 452.5~457.5 MHz for uplink and 462.5~467.5 MHz for downlink, was approved for the LTE deployment in Brazil [11]. On the other remaining open issue on UE RF requirements, there was extensive discussion in [9] [12] [13]. Text proposals in [12] [13] on UE duplexer data and self interference only aspects of UE receiver requirement were approved for the LTE450 TR36.840. A batch of CRs were agreed to introduce band 31 into corresponding 3GPP core specifications [15~27].  Two CRs to introduce band 31 into TS25.466 and TS25.461, which are under RAN3 responsibility, were endorsed in RAN4.
The technical report TR 36.840 V0.5.0 implemented the text proposals approved in this meeting and will be submitted in the coming RAN plenary for approval as v1.0.0 [14].
