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1. Introduction
This paper lists the outstanding issues of the LTE Rel-11 UE capability exercise and includes the latest status of the UE feature list.
2. Discussion and proposals
Issue #1: Review and confirm WG recommendations on mandatory/optional features.
In the recent meetings, some (leftover) features for which RAN WGs could not reach a consensus were discussed (e.g., RLF report, multiple-TA, etc.). However, RAN WG recommendations provided in [1, 2 & 3] were not reviewed nor confirmed. In the first instance these recommendations should be reviewed and confirmed before discussing the left over issues. Accordingly the following action is proposed:
Proposal 1:
TSG-RAN is to review and confirm RAN WG recommendations in the UE feature list (attached in this paper).

Issue #2: Leftover features

As can be seen in the attached spread sheet, the following features are still open:
· Multiple-TA (#1-1) (CA enhancements): 

Whether it is mandatory for inter-band UL CA band combinations. (For intra-band combinations, it was agreed as optional.)

· PDCP SN extension (#1-4) (CA enhancements):
Whether it is conditionally mandatory for Category 6 – 8 UEs. (For the other UE categories, it was agreed as optional.)

· DL CoMP with a single CSI process (#7-0):
Whether it is mandatory or optional.

· Wideband RSRQ measurements (#12-5):
Whether it is mandatory or optional.

· FeICIC (#5-1, #5-2)/ePDCCH (#10-1):
Alternatives are provided in [1] (also see Annex), but not yet decided.
The following is proposed:
Proposal 2:

TSG-RAN is to discuss and conclude on all of the above leftover features at RAN#60.
Issue #3: Testing and certification aspects
According to the RAN5 LS [1], it was agreed at TSG-RAN#59 to include an extra column to the spread sheet entitled ‘RAN5 implication’. This column will include any helpful information to assist RAN5 in its planning e.g. an indication of when an associated WI proposal will be presented in RAN5. The attached UE feature list is updated based on the approved WIs at #59 meeting and assumes TSG RAN endorsement at this meeting.
If the above issues can be fixed, the decision should be announced to the relevant WGs. The following is proposed:

Proposal 3:
TSG-RAN is to inform the relevant WGs (RAN1, 2, 4 and 5) of the final decision if agreed.
