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Way forward
Approve a new work item “TDD-FDD joint operation” with two major deliverables: Technical Report on TDD-FDD Joint Operation scenarios, and introduction of LTE TDD-FDD Carrier Aggregation in Rel-12 specification.

The two deliverables have the following objectives, and time plan:
(1) Technical Report on TDD-FDD Joint Operation scenarios 
· The activity on the technical report will have a duration of one quarter, starting from RAN#60, and with a target completion date for the TR at RAN#61, and it will be led by RAN1. CMCC is the editor of this new TR.
· The scope shall be
a) Identify possible deployment scenarios of simultaneous operation on FDD and TDD spectrum, and network/UE requirement to support simultaneous FDD/TDD operation.
b) Based on the identified deployment scenarios and network/UE requirements, identify possible other solutions for FDD-TDD joint operation in addition to TDD-FDD CA, and consider whether such solutions, if any, need to be added to the Work Item itself, or in separate Work Items

(2) Introduction of LTE TDD-FDD Carrier Aggregation in Rel-12 specification 
· This normative work is started at RAN#61 and in the following RAN WG meetings, with a target completion at RAN #64. 
· The following assumptions shall be used:
a) LTE CA deployment scenarios 1, 2, 3 and 4 defined in the release 11 version of TS36.300 

b) UEs supporting FDD and TDD carrier aggregation operation shall be able to access both legacy FDD and legacy TDD single mode carriers
c) Legacy and non-legacy FDD UEs may camp on and connect the FDD carrier, which is part of the jointly operated FDD/TDD network
d) Legacy and non-legacy TDD UEs may camp on and connect the TDD carrier, which is part of the jointly operated FDD/TDD network
e) No new TDD UL-DL configuration is introduced
