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1. Introduction
At RAN #60, mandatory/optional support of the leftover Rel-11 UE features was discussed. PDCP Sequence Number extension was agreed as optional as shown in the meeting minutes below [1].

Nevertheless, the rest were not agreed due to divergent opinions from operators. To make progress, operators were tasked to provide the preferred feature list to mandate. This paper provides the survey of operator’s preference for the remaining Rel-11 UE features.
2. Discussion and proposal
The survey was conducted for FDD and TDD, respectively. For FDD, 10 operators provided their preference in order of priority. For TDD, 3 operators provided their preference. Table 1 shows the result of the operator’s survey.
