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Abstract of document:

During RAN#59 (Vienna), the study item titled “Expansion of LTE_FDD_1670_US to include 1670-1680 MHz Band for LTE in the US” was approved [1]. A TR Skeleton for this SI was agreed during RAN4#66bis in Chicago [2]. The TR follows the A draft for TR 36.844 was also agreed in RAN4#67 in Fukuoka Japan [4], and another draft was agreed in RAN4#68 in Barcelona [5]. A draft of TR was proposed to RAN#61 in Porto as “Information” [6]. Four new TPs for this TR were agreed during RAN4#69 [7-10]. This document incorporates the agreed texts in [7-10] to be submitted as a new draft of TR 36.844 submitted to RAN#63 for approval, as the completion percentage is claimed to be 80%. This document was agreed in RAN4#70 [11].
Changes since last presentation to RAN Meeting #61:

· A TP was agreed in RAN4#69 to propose some text addition to TR 36.844. The TP compared the two UL pairing options for this proposed band, in terms of eNB blocking requirements. 
· A TP was agreed in RAN4#69 to propose some text addition to TR 36.844. The TP re-structured the TR 36.844, added some UE simulation results to the TR, and performed some editorial correction. 
· A TP was agreed in RAN4#69 to propose some text addition to TR 36.844. The TP clarified the Tx-Rx isolation and Tx filter insertion loss for UE duplexer for UL pairing option with smaller duplexing gap (option 1). 
· A TP was agreed in RAN4#69 to propose some text addition to TR 36.844. The TP compared the two UL pairing options for this proposed band, in terms of UE REFSENS values. 
Outstanding Issues:

· Complete Section 8.1.2 of TR 36.844, “Potential device receiver overload due to its UL TX power”
· Add the specification of the proposed band to the designated technical specification documents such as TS 36.101 and 36.104, as relevant to UL pairing decision.
