RAN3 #83
· RAN3 #83 Identified Relevant Scenarios from TS 22.101 for further Investigation in RAN3. The areas to be focused are:

· S1 Overload procedure

· Mobility Load Balancing (MLB)

· PWS
· Also, RAN3 Identified Some Scenarios where further clarification in needed in terms of RAN impacts before further Investigating, which are:
· MDT collection: what issues, if any, need to be high-lighted to satisfy the MDT related requirements as identified by [1]. 

· Capacity negotiation as required by [1] needs to be clarified while giving a particular attention to whether there is any part that will not be covered by MLB.

· Enabling the monitoring of traffic volume per QoS per Participating Operator as required by [6]: RAN3 need to figure out whether this has any Impact on RAN and whether there will be any overlap with other groups’ study (e.g., SA5).

· Allocation of Shared E-UTRAN resources: does it have any impact on eNB configuration and HO preparation as identified in [7]
RAN3 #83bis

· With regard to the question of whether to enhance S1 Overload Procedure in an GWCN network,  there is a general consensus that MME has to selectively indicate in terms of which PLMN-ID(s) a given Overload Start/Stop trigger is associated with. However, it was felt that Existing PLMN Identity IE of GUMMEI IE included in Overload Start/Stop procedure can be used as a per PLMN indication of the overload start/stop. As of RAN3 #83bis, it was yet to be decided whether there is a need for any alternative Solution enabling MME to selectively indicate PLMN-ID in Overload Start/Stop procedure [10].
· In the case of MLB, it was widely accepted that load reporting among neighbouring Shared eNBs has to be per PLMN-ID granularity. Hence, it was agreed that Resource Status reporting related procedures should be enhanced to indicate per-PLMN load.

· In connection with the issue of whether Support for measurement of traffic volume per QoS profile per participating operator is required as highlighted in [3], it was decided that corresponding problem definition would be captured as text proposal for a possible inclusion in TR 38.856. However, it was felt that a care has to be taken to ensure that it is different from customer billing related mechanisms and there is no overlap with SA5 in this regard
· With regard to other issues highlighted by [11][12][13][14][15], no further agreement has been reached – hence, they will be discussed in the next meeting.
· A post email discussion was kicked off to agree on the TP to be included in TR 36.856. the agreed texts can be found in [16].
RAN3 #84

· In order to assess RAN3 impacts, basic deployment scenarios from TS 22.101 were taken as baseline and further refined as shown in Section 2.1 of [17].
· With regard to this question of whether to enhance S1 Overload Procedure in an GWCN network, an evaluation table was presented to evaluate Solutions a and b.

·    On the issue of whether Mobility Settings Change has to be enhanced together with Load Reporting enhancement which was agreed already, consensus was reached in relation to the following:

· MSC per PLMN is connected to, but not dependent on, SON UE grouping discussion. 

· Enhancement to Load Reporting and MSC may be considered interrelated.
· Concerning the topic of “Support for Measurement of traffic volume per QoS profile per participating operator”, it was agreed that aggregated DL and UL data volume may be collected per PLMN and per QoS profile parameters.
