Justification

Some existing features were not implemented for dual connectivity in Rel-12 due to the time limitation. The features include LIPA/SIPTO support, Location reporting enhancement and HeNB support.
The LIPA and SIPTO at the Local Network function enables an IP capable UE access other IP capable entities in the same residential/enterprise IP network via (H)eNB without the user plane traversing the mobile operator's network. The LIPA and SIPTO at the Local Network function can provide the operator with efficient backhaul usage and reduce the load to the core network. To offload operator network in small cell scenario, LIPA/SIPTO function in dual connectivity is very important.
The location, e.g. TAI and ECGI, of the MCG cell and the SCG cell is different. However, core network was not aware the location information of the SCG cell, which may be needed for the charging and SGW selection and re-location.
In the small cell enhancement for E-UTRA and E-UTRAN SI, HeNBs are not precluded. But only HeNB with open mode can be supported in Rel-12 dual connectivity for LTE work item. If HeNB is a closed or hybrid access mode, the access control or membership verification should be performed for accessing the HeNB, which is not discussed in Rel-12.

It is therefore necessary to analyse how to support above existing features for the dual connectivity, identify the specification impact and conduct the specification work for supporting LIPA/SIPTO, location reporting enhancement and HeNB in dual connectivity.

4.1

The objective of this work item aims at supporting LIPA/SIPTO in dual connectivity, location reporting enhancement and finding the solution for HeNB support in dual connectivity.
The objective includes: 
· Support LIPA/SIPTO in the dual connectivity
· Whether support LIPA in the Dual connectivity and if needed, introduce the function and procedures in the specification.
· Whether support SIPTO at the Local Network with standalone GW (with S-GW and L-GW collocated) function in the Dual connectivity and if needed, introduce the function and procedures in the specification to support SIPTO at the Local Network with standalone GW.
· Whether support SIPTO at the Local Network with L-GW function collocated with the (H)eNB in the Dual connectivity and if needed, introduce the function and procedures in the specification to support SIPTO at the Local Network with standalone GW.
· Study the solution for location reporting enhancements and define the function in the specification.
· Study the solution to fully support HeNB for dual connectivity e.g. access control or CSG membership verification and define the function in the specification.
