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1. Overall Description:

RAN3 would like to thank SA2 for their LS referenced here-above whereby SA2 asks RAN3 a few questions on the foreseeable RAN impacts when using Packet marking for downlink traffic prioritisation.

RAN3 would like to provide the following answers to the three questions asked by SA2:
What are the RAN impacts of such packet marking based traffic prioritization?
RAN3 is not able to evaluate Packet marking in terms of pain versus gain balance with respect to existing QoS mechanisms, additional information on solutions will be appreciated to progress e.g. protocol layer for the marking, interaction with QCI.
Are issues anticipated related to the coexistence of this type of marking for traffic prioritization and QCI based traffic prioritization?
Some companies had concerns about interoperability between Packet marking and QCI. 
Some companies believe that this new priority marking at least should not to be taken into account when there is no congestion.
Whether and how RAN aspects of such packet marking based traffic prioritization behavior can be standardized.

Considering the lack of information and the complexity of the new proposal, any further standards work on Packet marking based traffic prioritization relies on RAN guidance.
