This contribution represents the material to provide the final submission towards the Revision 2 of M.2012, “Detailed specifications of the terrestrial radio interfaces of International Mobile Telecommunications Advanced (IMT-Advanced)”. 3GPP ITU-R Ad Hoc asks 3GPP TSG RAN to review the attached annexes and submit the approved version to SA.
TSG RAN should also verify if the specifications whose number has been generated but not yet approved in Release 12 will be approved at RAN#66.
3GPP ITU-R Ad Hoc asks 3GPP TSG CT to review the attached annexes and provide feedbacks to SA and RAN.

3GPP ITU-R Ad Hoc asks 3GPP TSG SA to review the attached annexes and provide feedbacks to the PCG. 
In particular, CT and SA should review the list of Technical Specifications in Section 1.2.2 of attachment “updated baseline for M.2012-2”. The criteria used to update this Section has been to add new specifications newly created in Release 12 and those referenced in these new specs but not present in M.2012 Rev. 1. At the end of the document there is a list of specifications whose number has been generated but not yet approved in Release 12.
