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3GPP TSG RAN during its meeting # 67 (Shanghai, China, 9-12 March 2015) approved an activity to study regulatory aspects for use of flexible duplex for E-UTRAN in document RP-150470.
The objectives of this study are as the following:
Identify and document potential regional/band-specific regulatory possibilities/constraints for the use cases of utilizing UL spectrum for transmission from the network to UEs, including aspects such as Tx power levels, modulation schemes, type of transmitting nodes, etc. 
The study is planned for completion at 3GPP TSG RAN # 69, in September 2015.

3GPP invites feedbacks from the Regulators on the current regulations regarding regional/band-specific regulatory possibilities/constraints of utilizing UL spectrum for transmission from the network to UEs, including aspects such as Tx power levels, modulation schemes, type of transmitting nodes, etc.

We will have further exchanges as the study progresses.
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
