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1. Introduction:

In to this meeting we have different proposals for a new ultra-low-cost cellular solution for IoT. They aim for the same set of requirements developed in the GERAN study item FS_IoT_LC.
We believe that it would not serve the interests of operators, vendors and the entire M2M industry if 3GPP RAN aims for a development of two different ultra-low-cost C-IoT solutions in Rel-13.

Instead, what is needed is one solution that fulfils the technical and deployment requirements for all regions, and can meet the strong market request for an ultra-low-cost cellular solution for IoT. 
With such a way forward, we would
· Converge across 3GPP in our efforts to conclude on an ultra-low-cost cellular IoT solution in Rel-13.
· Create an eco-system for ultra-low-cost cellular IoT that will encourage a quick uptake on a competitive market.

· Maximize the economies of scale.  
· Enable roaming and global circulation. 

· Have a single technology upon which a 5G IoT development could be based on.
A possible way to achieve this could be to explore the possibilities for a compromise between the solutions that have been submitted to this meeting.
2. Proposal:

We encourage the supporting companies for the different solutions, and the RAN#69 meeting, to explore the possibilities to find a compromise solution for ultra-low-cost Cellular-IoT in Rel-13.
