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1. Overall description:
ETSI TC BRAN would like to thank 3GPP TSG RAN for the Liaison Statement on Licensed-Assisted Access. TC BRAN reviewed it and its attachments in its meeting on 23-26 June 2015. TC BRAN found the content of the TR to be valuable input into our ongoing work to improve Adaptivity for Load Based Equipment in the next revision of EN 301 893 ‘5 GHz high performance RLAN; Harmonised Standard covering the essential requirements of article 3.2 of the Directive 2014/53/EU’.
The extensive discussion of the topic at BRAN #83 allowed us to come to common understandings on some aspects of the channel access mechanism and to identify options for other aspects. TC BRAN is expecting to complete an initial draft of the revision of EN 301 893 in its October meeting.
2. Actions:

Continue regular exchange of information on state of development with regard to channel access mechanisms of 5 GHz RLANs.
