	The understanding of eNB behaviour receiving unknown Establishment Cause was agreed RAN#51, i.e., when receiving unknown Establishment cause, the NW should not reject the call due to inability to comprehend the cause and should continue processing without any special handling.
This understanding was not captured anywhere, and therefore there is a risk of bad NW implementation, i.e., the eNB rejects a request just because it can not comprehend.
To prevent this condition, a clarification of NW behaviour should be captured in this specification.

	The eNB behaviour when receiving unknown Establishment Cause is clarified such that it should not reject the call due to inability of comprehending the cause.
