Progress of the SI or Core part WI or Testing part WI
RAN4#76bis: 

The UE spurious emissions for co-existence were updated in [1]. Intra-band CA Class B was also introduced in [2]. The specification of the UE REFSENS for intra-band contiguous and NC CA were agreed in [3]. Interoperability among the complete DL operating band was discussed and agreed in [4]. Also, a WF on the UE requirements was approved in [5]. The WF included the Band 66 (or AWS extension band) UE REFSENS to be defined with 0.5dB relaxation compared to Band 4, in addition, a requirement for UEs supporting Band 66 to also meet Band 4 requirements and a relaxation on the out-of-band blocking requirements to allow for a common filter for Band 4 and Band 66 were included. 
RAN4#77: 
The remaining open issues on UE RX requirements were agreed in [6]. An additional channel bandwidth combination was added in [7] for intra-band contiguous CA class C. In a WF in [9], it was also agreed that a UE that supports E-UTRA Band 66 shall receive in the entire DL operating band. In addition, it UEs supporting CA configuration including Band 66 do not need to test support of 2180-2200MHz in single carrier operation. All the CRs were also approved at this meeting, [11]-[21]. The final TR, v 0.5.0 was also approved in [25] and is presented in RAN for approval.
