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1. Introduction
RAN 70 had endorsed a Way Forward on NB-IoT bands in RP-152268 [1]. In the WF, it was agreed that the following bands shall be considered with high priority for defining any RAN4 band specific requirement within Release 13:

Bands 1, 3, 5, 8, 12, 13, 17, 19, 20, 26, 28

2. Discussion
We observed that no 2GHz bands of Region 2 were designated as high priority NB-IoT bands, while two 2GHz bands of Region 1 and Region 3, Band 1 and Band 3, were designated. We believe that including 2GHz bands of Region 2 is critical to foster NB-IoT ecosystem as well as to meet operators’ deployment needs. 
Proposal: RAN approves adding Band 2 and Band 66 to the high priority NB-IoT band list already endorsed by RAN 70 in RP-152268, and the NB-IoT WI is updated to capture these bands.

Adding Band 2, Band 66 was discussed at the NB-IoT session in RAN4 #78. RAN4 had no concerns adding these bands.

3. Conclusions

In this paper we have discussed the importance of including 2GHz bands of Region 2 to the high priority NB-IoT band list. We propose RAN to approve the following proposal.
Proposal: RAN approves adding Band 2 and Band 66 to the high priority NB-IoT band list already endorsed by RAN 70 in RP-152268, and the NB-IoT WI is updated to capture these bands.
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
