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WRC-15 revised Resolution 646, which inter alia resolves “to encourage administrations to use harmonized frequency ranges for PPDR ...” and “to encourage administrations to consider parts of the frequency range 694-894 MHz, as described in the most recent version of Recommendation ITU-R M.2015, when undertaking their national planning for their PPDR applications, in particular broadband, in order to achieve harmonization ...”.  
In preparations for the development of the revised Resolution 646, ITU-R WP 5A developed a new Report ITU-R M.2377-0 – “Radiocommunication objectives and requirements for Public Protection and Disaster Relief (PPDR)” to replace the former Report ITU-R M.2033 on the same subject. Consequently Report ITU-R M.2033 was suppressed. 
It is noted that some information in the former Report ITU-R M.2033 was used for the development of Report ITU-R M.2291. In particular, the tables of PPDR broadband requirements, applications, etc. were taken from the former Report ITU-R M.2033 and these tables now appear modified in the new Report ITU-R M.2377. 

WP 5D has therefore initiated the development of a draft revision of Report ITU-R M.2291-0 to incorporate changes resulting from the versions in force of Resolution 646(Rev.WRC-15), Report ITU-R M.2377, and inputs from 3GPP on features of relevance to PPDR. The related external organizations are invited to provide contributions to the next meeting of WP5D for updating of this report, in particular on updating section 3 relating to “Existing and planned capabilities of IMT that support broadband PPDR applications” and section 4 relating to “Approaches for supporting broadband PPDR applications using IMT”.
The goal is to finalize this revision by the 25th WP 5D meeting to be held in October 2016. The deadline for contributions to next (24th) meeting of WP 5D is 7th June 2016 and to the 25th meeting of WP 5D is 27 September 2016.
