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Summary of Content:


Market demand for wearable devices has rapidly increased in the last few years. These devices usually do not have enough space to include all relative components inside. Furthermore, having diversity antennas for LTE devices has become the most challengeable factor for a manufacturer to implement because of size limitation. Therefore, it may be possible to have a single Rx antenna for LTE Category 1 devices as there is no explicit limitation in the core specs which forbids this.
GCF CAG is aware that at the 3GPP RAN4 meeting in May 2016, there was a consideration for a Work Item for the requirements for Category 1 UEs with single receiver (R4-164133). However, 3GPP RAN4 and the 3GPP TSG RAN meeting which followed did not approve the proposal for this new Work Item which leaves many devices unable to achieve GCF Certification.
Actions

1. GCF CAG would like to kindly ask 3GPP RAN4 and RAN to re-consider the proposed Work Item to address requirements for Category 1 UEs with single receivers as soon as possible to ensure that devices such as wearable’s can be GCF Certified for the benefit of the industry.
