Justification

As observed in some real multi-RAT deployments, may be due to spectrum refarming strategies or frequency planning constraints, UMTS/HSPA signal can be subject to a certain interference, e.g. coming from adjacent-channel jamming (typically GSM) with signals falling less than 2.5MHz away from the UMTS center carrier (plus guard-band). 

In such situations, most networks, being typically aware of interference sources and characteristics, can handle well UL interference, e.g. via appropriate IC implementation mechanisms.
At the UE side, there is no such awareness. If there was, one simple and effective way of mitigating DL interference would be trying to receive/decode the UMTS signal while cutting out as much as possible the interference, e.g. applying appropriate Rx filtering.
Given the above, it is considered beneficial to introduce a signalling indication, from the network to the UE, informing about potential DL adjacent channel interference, so that UE could optimize DL performance, e.g. trying to filter out the interference signal(s).
