The Mobile allocation in the frequency range 5.925-7.125 GHz, which is allocated at Intenational level to Mobile services on a primary basis in all Regions, as per ITU Table of frequency allocation [3] summarized in Table 4.0-1, has not yet been implemented at National level in most countries. On the contrary, this frequency range is already used by several services which may impose constraints on any new users.
