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1. Introduction
Email discussion on Study Item for 6 – 24 GHz frequency range was initiated May 28th. This contribution recaps the planned schedule and provides information on the status. This is a revision or RP-180972 [3].
2. Discussion
The email discussion is divided into 2 phases

· In the first phase, as instructed by RAN chair at the RAN#79, companies are asked to indicate the frequency ranges they are interested in 6 – 24 GHz

· In the second phase, objectives of the SI are proposed and discussed, based on first phase outcome

 

Please note, despite the topic calls for frequencies in 6 – 24 GHz range, the recent SI on LTE/NR up to 7.125GHz [1] and its discussions are out of scope as indicated in RP-180455 [2]. Therefore, the effective frequency range in the scope is 7.125 – 24 GHz.
