Justification

In Release 15, the supported maximum channel bandwidth for NR band n7 is 20 MHz, which would significantly restrict the deployment options for operators who have spectrum larger than 20MHz in this band. It is thus important to add wider channel bandwidth in Release 16 in order to permit the use of higher bandwidth channels and allow operators to make more efficient use of their available spectrum.
