	In current 38.306, the capability description for splitSRB-WithOneUL-Path, splitDRB-withUL-Both-MCG-SCG, and srb3 specifies that 
“The UE shall only set the bit in UE-MRDC-Capability -> generalParametersMRDC.”

This is incorrect because these parameters are also indicated in UE-NR-Capability -> nrdc-Parameters -> generalParametersNRDC. With this limitation, the UE is unable to report theses split SRB or SRB3 capabilities to the network.

We think the original limitation is to say that this capabilities is not FDD/TDD difference. It should be able to include this for NR-DC capabilities. Therefore, it is proposed to correct this in the description. 


	
	

	Summary of change:
	In 4.2.2, for capability splitSRB-WithOneUL-Path, splitDRB-withUL-Both-MCG-SCG, and srb3, remove the unnecessary limitation on not reporting this only in UE-MRDC-Capability also clarify that this capability is not FDD/TDD differentiation.
