3	Justification
With the development of cellular communication from 2G to 5G, the more and more higher frequency band and larger antenna array were adopted to improve the system performance. This results in the decrease of cell coverage and the increase of power consumption, OPEX and CAPEX of operators.
To tackle this issue, the Multi-Operator Core Network (MOCN) network sharing architecture is supported in 5G. the MOCN allow a single RAN shared by multiple operators and enable these operators to build and operate a 5G network cooperatively which can reduce the CAPEX and OPEX of operators dramatically.    
According to incomplete statistics, more than 20 operators around the world tend to deploy their 5G network with MOCN network sharing architecture. China Telecom and China Unicom have been taking the lead in deploying 5G network of MOCN and have launched together the largest 5G sharing network in the world.
In 5G era, operators face the variety of customers including wideband users and industrial users and need to provide the differentiated services for them. Therefore, operators need to develop operational strategy independently and should enable to provide customizable services although they share the same frequency band and same infrastructures.
However, the existing network sharing functions cannot meet the requirement of operator customizable network sharing at some aspects, such as the customizable SUL configuration, the customizable sidelink configuration, and so on.
For catering to this requirement, the current networking sharing functions need to be enhanced to support operator customizable configuration and meet the differentiated operation requirement.

· Specify mechanisms to enable customizable configuration of Sidelink for operators [RAN2, RAN3]; 
· Specify mechanisms to differentiate the usage of the sharing EN-DC network between 4G and NSA users [RAN2];
· The necessary modification on NG/Xn/F1/E1 if any [RAN3];
