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1 Background
For the specification of RRM requirements in FR2-2, extension of FR2 above 52.6 GHz, the following deployment scenarios shall be considered according to the WF [1]:
Issue 1-1-1: Deployment scenarios

GTW Agreement
· Define the requirements for the following deployment scenarios with equal priority:

· Standalone single carrier and CA in FR2-2

· FR2-2 CA and DC with anchor on FR1

· Note: the scenario may be further adjusted pending further discussion in the RF session

Hence specification of requirements for FR2-2 DC or CA with an anchor in FR1 is of equal priority to that of standalone operation within FR2-2. Specifying adequate RRM requirements for unlicensed operation in 57-71 GHz, licensed in 66-71 GHz range or any other part of the >52.6 GHz range essentially require support from an anchor carrier, preferably below 5 GHz. 
For specification of DC or CA a band combination is needed.
2 Example band combinations
DC and CA band combinations are normally requested by operators. Now, since specification of requirements for FR2-2 is still at an early stage, it may be more relevant to pick an ‘example’ FR1 + FR2-2 band combination as was done for LTE when CA was specified in Rel-10. Once specified, other band combinations can be specified as requested by operators.
The example band combination should still be of interest from a deployment perspective. In view of the limited range of FR2-2 operation, the FR1 anchor band should be < 5 GHz to ensure coverage while also supporting applications similar to those envisioned in the FR2-2 range. An anchor carrier in the 3.5 - 4.5 GHz range appears appropriate.
We propose to consider the following three example band combinations:

1. n79 + nX for operations in Region 3

2. n77 + nX for operations in Region 1 and Region 2. 
3. n41 + nX for operations in Region 2 and Region 3. 
where nX is the 57-71 GHz band for unlicensed operation with the expectation that many of the RRM requirements thus specified for the modes of operation in FR2-2 would also cover any licensed operation. The system parameters should indeed not depend on the licensing regime.
3 Proposal
Proposal # 1: For specification of requirements for FR2-2 DC or CA with an anchor in FR1 we propose to consider the following three example band combinations:

1. n79 + nX for operations in Region 3

2. n77 + nX for operations in Region 1 and Region 2. 

3. n41 + nX for operations in Region 2 and Region 3. 
where nX is the 57-71 GHz band for unlicensed operation.
· Proposal # 2: Rel-17 WID (Extending NR operation up to 71GHz: NR_ext_to_71GHz) is updated at RAN#93-e to include the above example band combinations.
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
