Since the introduction of standalone broadcast networks in Rel-14, several enhancements have been introduced in this area:
· Rel-16 added enhancements for meeting the necessary requirements for 5G broadcast systems, including new numerologies for rooftop reception and high speed reception.

· Rel-17 introduced channelization of 6/7/8MHz to operate in broadcast UHF spectrum

This work item further enhances LTE-based 5G broadcast by introducing connectivity to the 5G core network, and allows simultaneous reception of NR unicast and LTE-broadcast [introduce assistance information to enhance simultaneous operation of NR unicast and LTE-broadcast].
