3	Justification
[bookmark: _Hlk49848284]Private Network support (PRN) for NG-RAN was introduced in Rel-16 to support the basic functionality of two types of NPN, i.e. Standalone NPN(SNPN) and Public Network Integrated NPN(PNI-NPN), then its functionality was enhanced in Rel-17 to enable wider cooperation between different networks/different entities such as providing authentication for the third party users and onboarding provisioning, as well as IMS voice and emergency service related use cases.  
In rel-18, in order to better support the development of vertical industrial, the NPN function needs to be enhanced. From SA aspects, according to TR 23.700-07, there are two key issues which were not included in the scope of Rel-17 SA eNPN WID may need be addressed in Rel-18, namely:
-	Support for equivalent SNPNs
-	Support of non-3GPP access for SNPN services
In addition, due to time constraints, there may be some unresolved issues left in Rel-17 eNPN, which need to be further addressed in Rel-18. 
For example, a PDU session anchored at the SNPN cannot be maintained during mobility when the UE accesses the SNPN using credentials owned by a Credentials Holder separate from the original SNPN, which implies a lack of service continuity. Another example is that control plane provisioning enables 3GPP network to have control of the full onboarding process, without relying on mechanism outside 3GPP and making the deployment of onboarding function more efficient.
So, future investigations and studies may be required to complete the aspects that cannot be solved within the Rel-17 time frame. 
Meanwhile, there are NPN related new requirements added to TS 22.261 enabling 5G networks Providing Access to Localized Services (PALS). SA2 will fulfil the function of Providing Access to Localized Services in Rel-18, e.g. how to enable NPN as the hosting network providing access to the localized services.
SA1 has finished Rel-18 study on evolution of IMS multimedia telephony service, i.e. FS_MMTELin5G. As part of this requirement the next generation IMS will provide many real-time communication services such as real-time screen sharing, real-time visual interactive menu and Multimedia CLIP (Calling Line Identification Presentation) and COLP (Connected Line Identification Presentation). At the same time the voice centric IMS services will coexist. In the case of SNPN deployment where multiple independent IMS service providers are connected, it will be beneficial to enable a UE to be able to get different type of services from both IMS service providers simultaneously.
As discussion above, RAN could take the work of the SA2 eNPN phase2 study item in Rel-18 and its corresponding RAN impact into consideration and specify the exact RAN functionality if any.
From RAN points of view, there are also several aspects which need further work in Rel-18 as follows:
· The NB-IoT/eMTC connected to 5GC has been supported. However, the NPN support for NB-IoT/eMTC is not. As many operators have deployed the NB-IoT networks and China Telecom has operated the largest NB-IoT network in the world, it is envisioned that the NPN for NB-IoT/eMTC can provide operators more comprehensive support of IoT use cases. 
· So far, NG-RAN node is not aware of the UE serving (selected) CAG ID in case of initial access and handover. However, RAN awareness of the serving CAG ID usage is much beneficial for operator’s network optimization and showing the efficiency of PNI-NPN to the vertical and/or enterprise customers who are willing to pay for the private network. Also, the operators need to have full knowledge of CAG cell usage condition and determine whether any adjustment for CAG cell setting (such as the coverage, direction and location of cells) is needed.

4	Objective
4.1	Objective of Core part WI
The objective of this work item is to support possible enhanced non-public network phase 2 (eNPN_ph2) for NG-RAN resulting from the SA2 study on enhanced support of NPN phase 2 as well as the leftover RAN functionality in Rel-17 ePRN WI. 
1)  Check the RAN impact of SA2 study on further enhanced support of NPN, and specify the corresponding RAN functionality where necessary:
· Support for enhanced mobility by enabling support for idle and connected mode mobility between SNPNs without new network selection.
· Support for non-3GPP access for SNPN.
· Address new SA1 requirements (e.g. TS 22.261 requirements from PALS work) related to NPN e.g.:
· Support of enabling Localized Services via a local hosting NPN e.g. by configuration of the local NPN  via interaction with localized service provider.
· Support for enabling UE to discover, select, access the local hosting NPN and the localized services via the hosting NPN with proper authorization. 
· Support for both UE configuration for discovery and selection, and user manual selection. 
· Support for what, how and when services are accessed via a specific network e.g. via home network or via other network (e.g. local hosting NPN).
· Investigate what is needed to enable (S)NPN support for the following features:
· 5G Proximity Services
2）Specify the RAN functionality of the following Further enhanced NPN in NG-RAN:
· The support of SNPN and PNI-NPN for eMTC/NB-IoT connected to 5GC; 
· For PNI-NPN, support RAN awareness of serving (selected) CAG ID usage including initial access and handover, if justified;
