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1 	Introduction
In RAN#94-e, a new WID [1] for mobility enhancement was approved. According to the objectives of the mobility WID, there are still some points which are unclear or not determined. In this contribution, we provide our understandings and analysis on the Rel-18 WID: Further NR mobility enhancements.
2	Discussions
Views on Objective 3:
According to Note 5 in the Objective 3, we need to check whether CHO including target MCG and target SCG has been supported in Rel-17. According to the Rel-17 RAN3 work, RAN3 specified CHO including target MCG and target SCG in TEI17. In RAN3#115-e, the three CRs [2] [3] [4] of supporting CHO including target MCG and target SCG were approved/endorsed. Two container IEs are added in the Addition and Modification procedures respectively, which indicate the Addition or Modification related to a conditional mobility supporting CHO including target MCG and target SCG.
Observation 1: According to the CRs approved in RAN3#115-e, CHO including target MCG and target SCG is supported in RAN3 in Rel-17.
According to the 3GPP TS 38.331, when a CHO is triggered, the UE applies an RRCReconfiguration message for handover, regardless of whether the RRCReconfiguration message includes the target SCG or not. RAN2 specification can support CHO including target MCG and target SCG without extra enhancements.
Observation 2: RAN2 specification can support CHO including target MCG and target SCG without extra enhancements in Rel-17.
According to the Observation 1 and Observation 2 given above, we think that the Objective 3 of the mobility work item can be removed
Proposal 1: Objective 3 of CHO including target MCG and target SCG can be removed.

Views on Objective 4:
In Objective 4 of CHO including target MCG and candidate SCGs for CPC/CPA, the applicable scenarios for MR-DC are still not clear. In R16, CHO (MCG) can work together with MR-DC (i.e. either via LTE or via NR). The CPC/CPA for EN-DC and NR-DC has been supported, and CHO with MR-DC has been discussed in Rel-17. Hence, we think that MR-DC supporting should be added for Objective 4, especially to support EN-DC and NR-DC.
Observation 3: The CPC/CPA for EN-DC and NR-DC has been supported.
Proposal 2: MR-DC support including EN-DC and NR-DC should be indicated in Objective 4 of CHO including target MCG and candidate SCGs for CPC/CPA.
According to the analysis given above, we consider that the mobility WID can be updated according to the above Proposal 1 and Proposal 2:
Proposal 3: To update the Rel-18 WID: Further NR mobility enhancements as follows:
	3. To specify CHO including target MCG and target SCG [RAN3, RAN2]. 
Note 5: This is already being targeted for Rel-17, so this objective will be reviewed at RAN#95-e.

4. To specify CHO including target MCG and candidate SCGs for CPC/CPA for EN-DC and NR-DC [RAN3, RAN2]
· CHO including target MCG and target SCG is used as the baseline



3	Conclusion
According to the analysis given above, we have the following observations and proposals:
Observation 1: According to the CRs approved in RAN3#115-e, CHO including target MCG and target SCG is supported in RAN3 in Rel-17.
Observation 2: RAN2 specification can support CHO including target MCG and target SCG without extra enhancements in Rel-17.
Observation 3: The CPC/CPA for EN-DC and NR-DC has been supported.

Proposal 1: Objective 3 of CHO including target MCG and target SCG can be removed.
[bookmark: _GoBack]Proposal 2: MR-DC support including EN-DC and NR-DC should be indicated in Objective 4 of CHO including target MCG and candidate SCGs for CPC/CPA.
Proposal 3: To update the Rel-18 WID: Further NR mobility enhancements as follows:
	3. To specify CHO including target MCG and target SCG [RAN3, RAN2]. 
Note 5: This is already being targeted for Rel-17, so this objective will be reviewed at RAN#95-e.

4. To specify CHO including target MCG and candidate SCGs for CPC/CPA for EN-DC and NR-DC [RAN3, RAN2]
· CHO including target MCG and target SCG is used as the baseline
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
