Justification

In Rel-17, anechoic-chamber-based OTA test system supporting TRP and TRS testing applies to UE with 1Tx is defined, the corresponding NR SA requirement for n41/n78 will be specified in RAN4#104-e meeting.  

However, the Rel-17 TRP TRS is targeted at a limited scenario, i.e. single usage mode (browsing mode) with single device size (width >72mm) under single power class condition (PC2). More user scenarios should be considered in Rel-18. 
In addition, some advanced UE features (e.g. CA, FR1 RedCap) can not be verified under over-the-air condition. 
In order to accomplish these works, this work item includes the objectives focus on potential enhancements for FR1 TRP and TRS requirements and test methods.
