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1. Introduction

It was decided at the last 3GPP TSG-SA plenary that the target finalisation date for R99 specification is March 2000. One of the main purposes with the TSG RAN RRM Ad-hoc is to reach consensus among the various groups on the open RRM issues.

In order to facilitate the assessment of the outstanding issues and to secure a concrete work plan on how to proceed with any outstanding issues, the following approach is proposed:

1. First, during the meeting, the issues (problems), solutions, affected standards and working groups are clearly identified.

2. Secondly, to agree upon a way forward on finalising any outstanding issues and

3. Finally, the results of this meeting is forwarded to the concerned/affected working groups, technical specification groups (3GPP and SMG).

We propose to use a table format to summarise the outcome of the discussion on all items. A draft of the table format can be seen in annex A.

Ericsson volunteers to produce such a table and include it in an outgoing liaison statement to be approved to at the end of this meeting.
