Dynamic spectrum sharing (DSS) provides a very useful migration path from LTE to NR and accelerates NR SA by allowing LTE and NR to share the same carrier. DSS was included already in Rel-15 and further enhanced in Rel-16 and Rel17. 
For Rel18, DSS performance can be further enhanced by
· enabling DCI based dynamic adaptation between different CRS RM patterns to improve NR PDSCH reception.
· allowing NR PDCCH in symbols with LTE CRS to improve NR PDCCH capacity (even after accounting for performance loss due to puncturing by CRS in some symbol(s)). 
· allowing CCS from FR2 SCell to FR1 P(S)Cell to extend the benefits of Rel17 SCell to PCell scheduling to FR1-FR2 CA
