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The WG1 decided to initiate six temporary ad hoc groups of 1st category and four of 2nd category to hasten the merging  process between proposals.


1st category groups are for the larger subjects possibly spanning over several parts of the specifications.


2nd category groups are for smaller issues to be resolved.

Objectives of the temporary ad hocs


The objective of the temporary ad hocs is to hasten the merging process. Within that scope the following tasks were identified:


collect the relevant information,


identify commonalities and differences between proposals


identify pros and cons of the various proposals in case of differences


report the results of the work to the 2nd WG1


if possible make a proposal for merging to the 2nd WG1 meeting


if possible prepare for the 2nd WG1 a text proposal for inclusion in the specification.


Tasks of ad hoc responsible persons


initiate and stimulate the discussions on the reflector


organise and chair physical meetings if needed


summarise the ad hoc results


present the results to the plenary


Work procedures


The ad hocs are initiated during the 1st WG1 meeting and are to be terminated at the beginning of the 2nd WG1. However the above-mentioned outputs of the temporary ad hocs are expected to be circulated by the 17th February to allow for reviewing before the meeting.


The lifetime of the temporary ad hocs might be extended by a decision of the WG1 if it is felt to be needed.


The main working procedure should be by Email to allow a maximum number of delegates wishing so to participate.





Use of reflector


Emails of each ad hoc group should be sent on the WG1 reflector “3GPP_TSG_RAN_WG1@LIST.ETSI.FR” with the specific key word “Ad Hoc #” in the subject, # being the Ad Hoc number indicated in the tables above.

Physical meetings


Parallel meetings should be avoided for physical meetings of the temporary ad hocs expected to need the same experts. In that respect the analysis shows that the:


Ad hocs 4 and 5


possibly Ad hocs 1 and 8


are the only ones that should not be in parallel, others might meet independently


Ad hocs meetings should preferably be co-located with the next WG1 meeting and the day(s) before to avoid unnecessary travels. Meetings at other dates are however not precluded if needed. In any case the meeting announcement should be sent at least one week in advance.
