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WG2 has received the liaison statement from WG1 on RACH (response to WG2 to WG1 Liaison). We previously sent an answer LS to WG1, stating two different random access payloads. 

WG2 has now identified that the minimum requirement for the RACH layer 2&3 payload is 20 octets. This payload is in line with the WG2 assumption on the contents of the initial random access message, but can also be used for limited user data transfer. 

WG2 asks WG1 to comment on whether our payload requirement is acceptable from the layer 1 point of view for both FDD and TDD.
