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Compressed mode patterns

Following WG2's request, WG1 has dropped the fixed scheme of compressed mode patterns dedicated to special measurement purposes and is now in line with WG2's assumption of configurable patterns.

Now, measurements that were formerly tied to these patterns have to be moved to the appropriate specification parts. While working at these issues, some questions have arisen which need advice by WG2.

GSM cell reconfirmation 

For monitoring purposes in multi-system UEs GSM cell reconfirmation is needed in some form. WG1 discussed if the GSM cell reconfirmation is an L1 measurement to be defined (which should then be added also to 25.302), or if it is rather a status indication to be handled via primitives. The view that this might be something handled internally within higher layers was also expressed. WG1 could not come to any decision on the issue and would like to ask what the WG2 opinion is.

Observed time difference to GSM cell
The measurement "Observed time difference to GSM cell" was discussed at WG1#8. There seem to be two possibilities for this measurement:

1. L1 is asked to measure the time difference to a GSM cell at a certain frequency (with unknown cell ID), and then the time difference together with the detected GSM cell's ID is reported.

2. L1 is asked to measure the time difference to a GSM cell with a certain ID (on a given frequency), and then only the time difference to that cell is reported.

WG1 would like to ask WG2 how they expect the measurement to work. Following the WG2 decision, WG1 will include the measurement in 25.215 at WG1#9 (November 30 – December 3).

WG1 thanks WG2 in advance for their time in considering this matter.
