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1. Overall Description:

RAN2 would like to thank RAN1 for the LS on signalling of sidelink RSRP and CSI between UEs (R1-1911698). 
Regarding signalling of CSI reporting, RAN2 agreed that a Sidelink CSI Reporting MAC CE is introduced for SL-CSI reporting. RAN2 assumes that the MAC CE includes 1-bit RI and 4-bit CQI based on Uu. So, RAN2 would like to ask RAN1 if there is any view on this assumption. 
Question1: Can the SL-CSI reporting MAC CE include 1-bit RI and 4-bit CQI based on Uu?

In addition, the Sidelink CSI Reporting MAC CE has a fixed priority which is used for L1 priority in SCI and UL/SL prioritization. In Logical Channel Prioritization on SL-SCH, the MAC CE is prioritized between SCCHs carrying PC5-RRC and PC5-S signalling and STCHs carrying SL data.
Regarding SL-RSRP reporting, RAN2 agreed that if configured by a TX UE, a RX UE reports measured result on SL-RSRP via PC5-RRC signalling. However, the measured result is not reported to gNB. 

RAN2 also agreed to support both periodical SL-RSRP report and event triggered SL-RSRP report. For event triggered reporting, at least Event A1 (SL-RSRP exceeds a threshold) and the Event A2 (SL-RSRP is lower than a threshold) are supported. 

2. Actions:
