In 3GPP NR-U discussions, all discussions used the terminology “unlicensed”, however, in the TS, it was captured as “shared spectrum” [1]. On the other hand, in [2][3], they still use the terminology “unlicensed”.  
On the other hand, “shared spectrum” and “unlicensed” are used without discrimination in NR UE feature discussion. So the relationship between “shared spectrum” and “unlicensed” is unclear. The definition of “shared spectrum” should be captured in the TS. We propose to capture the definition of “shared spectrum”  in [1] based on “10.1.5 Support of shared spectrum” in [4].
