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	Reason for change:
	In current specificaiton, the collision between PUCCH for different bundles is resolved by the following:

For a BL/CE UE, if a first HARQ-ACK transmission associated to a first set of PDSCH partially collides with a second HARQ-ACK transmission associated to a second set of PDSCH transmissions, the first set of PDSCH transmissions being detected before the second set of PDSCH transmissions, the UE shall drop the second HARQ-ACK transmission.

However, the PDSCH for different bundles can be interlaced, and thus “the first set of PDSCH transmissions being detected before the second set of PDSCH transmissions” is not well defined.

	
	

	Summary of change:
	Clarify that the rule is based on the last detected PDSCH for each bundle.

	
	

	Consequences if not approved:
	The collision handling for the case of PUCCH collision between two bundles where the PDSCH in the two bundles are interlaced is not defined.
