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1. Overall Description:
RAN1 thanks RAN2 for the LS on overlapped data and SR of equal L1 priority. RAN1 would like to provide the following answers.
[bookmark: _GoBack]In case of overlapping between a PUSCH and an SR with the same L1 priority, a UE only transmits the PUSCH. In addition, in case UL skipping is configured, RAN1 has already agreed that the PUSCH cannot be skipped in case there is overlapping between the PUSCH and a PUCCH in the time domain. The corresponding LS has been sent to RAN2. From RAN1 perspective, the same collision handling as UL skipping is expected.
Therefore, RAN1 recommends that the UE behavior in case of overlapping between a PUSCH and an SR with the same L1 priority should be kept as that in Rel-15, i.e., the UE only transmits the PUSCH.
