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1. Overall Description:
RAN1 would like to provide response on the following questions from RAN2 in R2-2109195.
· Question 1:
Does RAN1 think it is feasible to support Msg3 repetition on both NUL and SUL? If it is feasible, whether different RSRP thresholds for requesting Msg3 repetition are needed for NUL and SUL?

A) SUL has adopted for the purpose of UL coverage enhancement in Rel-15. RAN1 understood that there is no clear reason or motivation to additionally adopt msg3 repetition on the SUL which would be already configured for UL coverage enhancement. Therefore, it seems that different RSRP threshold for requesting msg3 is not necessary for SUL when SUL is configured.

· Question 2:
Does RAN1 think it is feasible to configure random access preamble Group B together with Msg3 repetition?

A) It seems that random access preamble Group B together with Msg3 repetition can be configured if needed.
· Question 3:
For Msg1 transmission used to request Msg3 repetition, does RAN1 see any issue and benefit of optionally configuring a separate set of RACH parameters?

A) It is hard to conclude that configuring separate set of RACH parameters such as preambleReceivedTargetPower, powerRampingStep, and preambleTransMax for Msg1 transmission used to request Msg3 repetition is beneficial or not. For example, regarding preambleReceivedTargetPower, when a separate parameter for Msg3 repetition is introduced, unexpected severe interference could affect to legacy RACH preamble and/or inter-cell uplink signal if higher level of preambleReceivedTargetPower than that for legacy 4-step RACH is configured. Also, regarding powerRampingStep and preambleTransMax, when separate parameters are introduced, it is not clear to achieve an advantage in terms of coverage enhancement. In this aspect, RAN1 understood the motivation is not clear to optionally configure a separate set of RACH parameters.
