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1. Overall Description:
[bookmark: OLE_LINK1]RAN1 would like to thank RAN2 for the LS R1-2205729/ R2-2206372 on the CSI periodic reporting for Dormant SCell state. 
RAN1 would like to provide the following answers to the questions raised in the RAN2 LS.
Question 1:
Are there significant impacts to performance of CA operation if separate configuration of single CSI subframe set and multiple CSI subframe sets cannot be supported in Rel-15 or Rel-16?
[RAN1 Answer]: Multiple CSI subframe sets allow UE to report different CSI for subfames with different interference situation. Hence it helps the network to acquire CSI for dormant SCell state which could help the process of SCell activation under the scenarios with different interference situation in different subframe sets.  It is expected to have some performance impact for these scenarios if this cannot be supported in Rel-15 or Rel-16. 

If this feature is essential from RAN1 perspective:
Question 2-1:
From which release should it be supported? 
[RAN1 Answer]: To be consistent with the RAN1 specification, it should be supported from Rel-15.

Question 2-2:
With regards to the UE capability for indicating support of this feature: should it be defined per UE or per band? Is FDD/TDD differentiation required? 
[RAN1 Answer]: The UE feature can be defined as per UE with FDD/TDD differentiation.

If this feature is not essential from RAN1 perspective:
Question 3:
Is it possible to change the RAN1 specification to revert the support of this feature? Or should RAN2 assume that same configuration of “subframe set 1” is always applied to “subframe set 2” without explicit configuration?
[RAN1 Answer]: RAN1 decides to keep the RAN1 specification as it is to support this feature.

To RAN2 group.
