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	Reason for change:
	Subclause 9.2.5 refers to using the highest priority CSI report’s PUCCH resource for transmission of a CSI when multi-CSI-PUCCH-ResourceList is not provided and multiple PUCCHs with CSI overlap in a slot:
-	if the UE is not provided multi-CSI-PUCCH-ResourceList or if PUCCH resources for transmissions of CSI reports do not overlap in the slot, the UE determines a first resource corresponding to a CSI report with the highest priority [6, TS 38.214]
Subclause 9.2.5.2 defines that the UE uses PUCCH resource provided by pucch-CSI-ResourceList. It also defines that for multiple CSI reports, corresponding PUCCH resources can be provided by multi-CSI-PUCCH-ResourceList. However, it remains unclear if the “can be” means that if multi-CSI-PUCCH-ResourceList is not provided, then multiple CSI reports are not sent on PUCCH, or that then the PUCCH resource of the pucch-CSI-ResourceList should be used.
When taking subclause 9.2.5 and 9.2.5.2 together it should be obvious that the CSI resource selected is intended to transmit the multiplexed CSI reports of the colliding PUCCH resources, but there has been some confusion when focusing on 9.2.5.2 whether the case of multiple CSI reports multiplexed on a PUCCH is supposed to always need multi-CSI-PUCCH-ResourceList, even if the subclause 9.2.5 fairly clearly should be read so that the presence of multi-CSI-PUCCH-ResourceList is not required for the CSI report multiplexing.

	
	

	Summary of change:
	Clarifying in 9.2.5 and 9.2.5.2 that if multi-CSI-PUCCH-ResourceList is not provided, then the UE multiplexes the colliding PUCCH’s CSI reports in a single UCI and transmits it on the PUCCH resource is determined in 9.2.5.

	
	

	Consequences if not approved:
	The specification could be misunderstood to imply that multi-CSI-PUCCH-ResourceList must be configured for the UE to multiplex two CSI reports on a PUCCH.
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	Other comments:
	Isolated impact analysis
The impact of the CR is isolated to a case when multi-CSI-PUCCH-ResourceList is not configured and PUCCHs of multiple CSI reports overlap in a slot.
· If the UE is implemented according to the CR and the gNB is not, it maybe unclear what the gNB expects the UE to transmit on the PUCCH resource selected according to subclause 9.2.5 leading to a potential mismatch between what the UE transmits on the PUCCH and what the gNB expects the transmission to be.
· If the gNB is implemented according to the CR and the UE is not, it maybe unclear what UE to transmits on the PUCCH resource selected according to subclause 9.2.5 leading to a potential mismatch between what the UE transmits on the PUCCH and what the gNB expects the transmission to be.
However, these are not understood to cause an issue as it is the RAN1 understanding that the CR is only clarifying what the TS38.213 was already understood to specify.
