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R2 would like to thank R1 for the LS on proposed changes to TR25.926 regarding the need to support downlink and uplink compressed modes [1]. 

R2 acknowledges that the capability parameter “Need for compressed mode” will be split into separate parameters for uplink and downlink respectively (as requested by R1). In order not to put unnecessary restrictions in the signalling, R2 has decided to go even one step further by allowing indication of need for compressed mode per measurement case, i.e. per frequency band of each UTRA mode and RAT. This flexibility in the UE capability signalling does not preclude that there are restrictions elsewhere in the specifications e.g. that compressed mode for measurements on certain bands, modes or RATs are mandated.
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
