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3GPP TSG RAN WG4 thanks to WG1 for its “Liaison Statement on RACH and CPCH measurements for TS 25.215” and would like to inform RAN WG1 and RAN WG3 of the decision made.

WG4 understands that WG1 and WG2 approved to add three common measurements on RACH and CPCH to their corresponding specifications in their 12th meeting held in Seoul, Korea in April 2000 [1,2,3,4]. A Liaison statement was sent to WG4 from WG1 for the determination of the ranges of the measurements [5].  

WG4 discussed the subject in their 12th meeting and supported the decisions made in WG1 and WG2. In principle, WG4 reached an agreement on the necessity of the measurements and their ranges [6]. However, since the performance requirement on RACH and CPCH have been classified as one of the release 2000 items, WG4 decided to defer the approval of the ranges in release 2000 with other pending items.
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
